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1.1. About the CAO
The Central Applications Office (CAO) is a registered NON-PROFIT 
COMPANY (Reg. No. 2007/002819/08) that processes applications for 
admissions to all universities, universities of technology, and most private 
colleges in KwaZulu-Natal. Our participating institutions offer over 1 000 
programmes and with just ONE APPLICATION, you can apply for up to 

six programmes at any of our partner institutions. You do not have 

to complete a separate application for each institution. You do not 
have to pay a separate fee to each institution. You only have to pay ONE 

ADMINISTRATION FEE and your applications will be processed and 
made available to all six institutions to which you applied. And when you 
want to update or change your application to any of the institutions in this 
Handbook, there is one office to contact.

The CAO is the only institution authorised to recruit and process applications 
to the four universities in KwaZulu-Natal (KZN), and 17 private colleges in 
KZN.

Discussion and planning for the CAO was initiated in 1993 by the post- 
school institutions in KwaZulu-Natal. They were: University of Natal 
(Durban); University of Natal (Pietermaritzburg); Mangosuthu Technikon; 
ML Sultan Technikon; Natal Technikon; University of Durban-Westville; 
University of South Africa (UNISA); and University of Zululand.

After a number of years of planning, the CAO officially started processing 
applications in June 1998 for admission in 1999 with a loan of R5m from 
First National Bank, with security provided by the founding institutions 
stated above. The first full-scale operation was launched in 1999 for the 
2000 student intake.

The primary goals of the CAO were stated as follows, and are still 
maintained today:

Student-oriented goals
•	 To increase the accessibility of tertiary institutions to prospective 

students.
•	 To reduce the cost of applications by prospective students.

Institution-oriented goals
•	 To effect cost savings to the participating institutions.
•	 To effect increased efficiency for institutions in their student 

selection process.

Documents uploaded onto our website are 
immediately available to the institutions to which you have applied. Try 
not to email or post documents to us as it considerably delays the time 
before it becomes available to the institutions to which you have applied.  

6.1.	 Ensure that documents are clear and legible. Illegible documents 
could delay or jeopardise the selection process at institutions.  

7.	 Institutions inform us that the earlier in the year you apply, the earlier you 
are considered for a place.

Alternative Access (also called Access Routes forms 
part of the Programme List and is found on page 160)
An access route is an alternative study route that may lead to your original 
mainstream programme of study. Access Route Programmes are spread 
over a longer period than normal and are provided to help applicants who 
may not meet the entry requirements for specific degrees and diplomas.  
Some programmes don’t have access routes but offer three- and four-
year options based on the applicant's results in the NSC and in selection 
tests. These programmes are indicated by ‘3/4 yrs’ in the Programme 
Choice List under ‘duration’.

Second Chance Application (Change of Mind 
Application)
If after applying you are unsuccessful with any of your programme 
choices, you may complete and submit a ‘Change of Mind’ (COM) 
request. This must be done online or, alternatively, the form can be 
downloaded from the CAO website or it can be requested from the CAO. 
COMS completed online are immediately processed when received 
with the COM administration fee.  COMS completed online and paid via 
EasyPay are processed the day after receipt of the COM administration 
fee.  Posted, emailed or hand delivered COMS are processed once the 
COM administration fee is received, but may take a few weeks before 
they are processed.

In the Post School Sector, the study intake is divided into study blocks 
which are indicated in the programme list under 'Entry Term'. Universities 
and universities of technology generally have study intakes in the First 
Semester (Jan/Feb) and some universities may have a Second Semester 
(July) intake in some programmes.  

Extending your Application Forward to the  
Following Year
If you have applied to study in 2021 but have not been successful or, for 
some reason have not registered, you may extend your 2021 application 
into 2022, provided you complete a COM Request online.

How do I check the status of my application?

You 
can check the status of your application on our website www.cao.ac.za 
by selecting 'My Application' and entering your CAO number or your ID 
or passport number. This information can be printed if you have access 
to a printer.

If you require a summary letter as proof of your application, you may 
request it and we will email it to the email address you provided when 
you applied.

Who makes selection decisions? 
Institutions make selection decisions. The CAO does NOT make selection 
decisions but provides your information to the institutions.

When are offers made?
Institutions make selection decisions at various times in the year.

How will I know if I have been selected?
If you have given us your email address or cell phone number, we will send 
you a message when a decision is made on any of your programme choices. 
As soon as you are made an offer, we will communicate this to you. Some 
institutions may also send you letters or messages informing you of your 
offer. Make sure you let us know if you change your contact details by 
emailing changeofcontactcao@cao.ac.za or faxing to 086 625 2116.

How do I accept an offer?
You must inform the institution and NOT the CAO about whether you 
wish to accept the offer. They should send you a letter or message 
detailing the procedures you must follow. If they give you a deadline to 
accept a place, it is important that you reply within that time or the place 
will be offered to someone else. Most institutions will ask you to pay a 
non-refundable Acceptance of Offer fee to secure your place. This fee 
will usually count towards your registration and tuition fees. PLEASE DO 
NOT pay this money to the CAO. Consult the institution with regard to 
the details of how and when you need to respond and pay by.

How do I decline an offer?
If you have decided not to accept the offer, please communicate this 
directly to the respective institution.

What happens after I have accepted an offer?
Once you have accepted a place and paid the deposit requested, the 
institution should send you details of registration. First semester 
registration takes place between the second week of January and 
the beginning of February. Second semester registration takes place 
between June and August. Check the institutions' websites for details.

Where do I send my application as an international applicant?
•	 If you are applying for short-term study, apply directly to the 

institution. 
•	 If you are applying to UKZN only, apply directly to the institution. 
•	 For other institutions and choices at more than one institution, apply  

through the CAO. Email to formsreceivedcao@cao.ac.za or fax to  
+27 31 268 4422.  

How do I apply as an international applicant?
An international applicant is a person who is not a citizen or permanent 
resident of South Africa, or a refugee/asylum seeker with a permit 
allowing study. The higher education institutions of KwaZulu-Natal 
welcome applications from international applicants for their formal 
degree, diploma and certificate programmes. Some institutions also offer 
the opportunity to study in South Africa for one semester or one year. 
DUT and UKZN do not accept international applicants into their access 
programmes. Applications to study Medicine at UKZN are considered 
ONLY from citizens of Lesotho and Mauritius and applicants must apply 
via their governments. You will require a study permit if you wish to come 
to South Africa to study. This does not apply to distance learning students 
who study in their home countries. 

Once you have a letter offering you a place from the further or higher 
education institution, you can apply to the South African embassy, high 
commission, consulate or trade office for your study permit. The permit 
application will take up to eight weeks to be processed. Acceptance 
by an institution does not place any obligation on the South African 
government to issue or renew study permits. DO NOT leave home 
before your study permit is granted – you will not be allowed to study on 
a visitor’s permit. You cannot apply for your first permit after you arrive 
in South Africa. People who are in South Africa for study purposes are 
not eligible to apply for South African citizenship. Refugee and asylum 
seeker applicants require documentation from the Department of Home 
Affairs granting permission to study in South Africa.

5.2. Institutions' Communication with You

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We use specific terms to indicate what progress the
institution has made in considering your application.

•	 Waiting for a Decision: The institution has not yet considered your 
application.

•	 Awaiting Results: The institution is waiting for further results (e.g. 
June, Trial or Final NSC results) before making a decision on your 
application.

•	 Short-listed, Standby and Wait-listed: The institution is 
considering your application but has not yet decided whether they 
will be able to offer you a place.

•	 Interview/Audition/Portfolio: The programme has special selection 
procedures. Institutions should contact you with details of the date, time 
and venue. You may need to follow up with the institution directly.

•	 Firm Offer: You are offered a place by the institution. This may be 
withdrawn if you do not indicate that you want to accept the place or 
if your final results are not as good as your earlier results.

•	 Conditional Offer: The institution will accept you provided that you 
meet the requirements. Where space is limited, these may be higher 
than the minimum requirements for the programme published in this 
Handbook. Some programmes may conduct assessment tests at 
registration. This may be withdrawn if you do not indicate that you 
want to accept the place or if your final results are not as good as 
your earlier results.

•	 Please Supply USAf/SAQA Evaluation: The institution requires a 
USAf/SAQA evaluation of the foreign exam results you may have written.

•	 Please Supply Academic Record: The institution requires a copy of 
your academic record from your current or previous study at tertiary level.

•	 Late Application: Your application was received after the closing date for 
the programme. Each institution deals with late applications in different 
ways. Refer to the institutions' prospectus for further information.

•	 Has not Met Programme Ranking Criteria: You do not meet the 
institution's specific criteria. Refer to the institutions' prospectus for 
further information. You may complete a Change of Mind Request 
Form on which you can change the programme ranking.

•	 Regret Unsuccessful: The institution has decided not to offer you 
a place for whatever reason according to their selection processes.

•	 Unsuccessful Following Placement Test/Interview: The 
institution has decided not to offer you a place following the entrance 
test you wrote or the interview you attended. There are also a number 
of messages the institution can use to tell you that they are unable to 
offer you a place.

•	 Programme Closed: No further applications will be considered.

•	 Regret Programme Discontinued: The institution has decided 
that they will no longer be offering a programme that was initially 
listed in this Handbook. In some cases, institutions may advise on an 
alternative programme that you can apply for. Complete a Change of 
Mind Request Form at no cost to yourself.

5.3. What do the Different Statuses Mean? 
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How do I decide what to study?
You may be feeling quite stressed out about making this BIG decision 
and unsure how to choose a career that will be right for you... Well – 
relax, follow these self-help steps, including the quiz on your working 
personality, and you'll be a whole lot more equipped to make a good 
choice when you're done!

Knowing which careers or jobs suit you is a process of discovery. The 
'Helping you decide on your career' section is about finding out what 
you are good at, what kind of person you are, what careers are out there 
and then matching this information together. It's also about listening 
to your gut feeling because you are the expert on yourself! Very often 
you actually know what career directions seem interesting to you, but 
you may need some confirmation of this in order to feel more confident 
about your choice.

The CAO has included this section to give you more information to help 
you make your choices. Choosing what to study and knowing what career 
direction this will lead you to is a really important choice that will affect 
you for a long time. So, put in the effort to gather the right information 
about yourself and your career choices.

Other times you hear 
that you might get a bursary for a certain course and this makes you want 
to choose it. Be careful, as you will spend a large amount of your life 
working… and working in the wrong job can be stressful and unfulfilling.

Knowing what careers you really wouldn't like to do is VERY important 
too... Write down five careers you wouldn't like to do. Knowing what 
you don't want to do is just as important as knowing what you want 
to do. Perhaps you don't really like the idea of working with and caring 
for people, so a job in teaching, nursing or social work puts you off. 
Maybe you don't enjoy working with numbers, so careers in engineering 
or accounting seem unexciting.

First things first: to get into a career, you usually need to study. Do 
you know the difference between NC(V), certificate, diploma and degree 
study? Do you know about distance learning, and part-time and full-time 
study options? If not, have a look at pages 184-185.

Okay, let's think about what jobs are out there. Have a look at the 
'programme choice list' in this Handbook and read through the career 
directions. Are there any career directions there that you don't know 
about? Write these down. Then have a look through the relevant pages 
in the booklet itself, for example Computer Science on page 92. You will 
see that you can study towards different degrees or diplomas in this 
career direction.

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You will notice that there are different entry requirements for these 
options; they take different amounts of time to complete, and can be 
studied at different tertiary study institutions. Page 27 tells you exactly 
how to read and understand the ‘Programme Choice List'.

So you realise there are some gaps in your career knowledge, but 
how do you find out more about careers you don't know about? 
Here are some ideas...
•	 Ask your Life Orientation (LO) teacher, parent or another adult to 

explain more about the career directions you're unsure of.
•	 Perhaps you have a family friend, neighbour or relative who does the 

job you are interested in finding out more about. Speak to them about 
their job.

•	 Use the contact info on pages 191 to 203 to check online for more 
information on your institution of choice and the career direction that 
seems interesting to you. Have a look at www.pacecareers.com. This 
great website provides a lot of information about different types of 
jobs and careers. It also gives you ideas about where to find out further 
information, such as through professional bodies or associations. Do 
their extremely helpful quiz to find out more about what careers you 
might suit.

•	 You could also look in your school or public library for books on careers.

Now that you've done some research into the career directions, rate 
which three sound most interesting to you. Look these up in the 
Programme Choice List to see how to study towards them.

Another way to refine your knowledge of your top three career directions 
is to speak to people working in these fields. You could phone a company 
in the industry to find out more. If they are not too busy, people are often 
very flattered to tell you about what they do. Phone them and say, "...
Good morning/afternoon, my name is _____ and I want to study towards 
a career in ______. I am trying to find out more about what the career 
involves on a day-to-day basis. I would really appreciate speaking to 
someone in this career in your company".

Before you make this call, write down the questions you need to ask, 
e.g., what do you do on a day-to-day basis; are there jobs available in this 
career; what is the earning potential; how many hours do you work a 
week? etc. Remember to thank the person for their time! 

You could also phone the institution you are thinking of studying through 
and ask to speak to their career counsellor. Many institutions have one 
of these and the service is free of charge. Or you could speak to the 
Admissions Office for details about the content of programmes. See 
contact details on pages 191 to 203.

Paying for your studies
How you will finance your studies is also a very important thing 
to think about when making your career choice. There are different 
ways of doing this:

Loans – Most funding is in the form of a loan and loans need to be paid 
back to the institution you are borrowing from.

Bursaries – These are grants or monetary aid given to needy students 
or students who show good potential. These don't need to be paid back 
but you may need to work for the company who gave you the bursary for 
a few years. The Bursary Register is a booklet published every year that 
lists available bursaries.

6.3. RELATING LEARNING FIELDS TO CAREERS
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DEGREE Degree study develops the 
ability to work with ideas, to 
think in terms of systems, 
to experiment and to 
communicate

Study at a university and 
some programmes at private 
colleges lead to a degree

Some degree programmes prepare 
graduates for the workplace, but 
graduates in most disciplines will 
require on-the-job training to equip 
them for their future careers

A growing focus on inter-disciplinary 
studies and programmes helps 
students to develop the flexibility to 
respond to the challenges they will 
face

Teaching staff are actively involved in 
research; some are world experts in 
their fields

Instruction is theoretical and classroom- or 
laboratory-based. Students learn how to 
learn and evaluate

Most degree programmes last three 
or more years. Institutions may grant 
credits towards degrees for relevant 
courses passed at other recognised 
institutions

DIPLOMA Diploma study is vocation-
based (trade-based), and 
develops career-oriented skills 
and practical knowledge

Initial study at a university of 
technology or some courses 
at comprehensive universities 
and private colleges can lead 
to a diploma

Diploma programmes train high 
level person power – people 
who are ready to start work on

The institutions work hard to maintain 
close partnerships with commerce 
and industry, ensuring that they 
are sensitive to the needs of the 
communities they serve.

(TVET) colleges and private colleges

A practical component is part of all

Students who complete a certificate

The Department of Higher Education and 
Training (DHET) TVET Colleges Bursary 
Fund provides financial assistance to 
deserving and motivated students who 
cannot otherwise afford to study

NC(V) Skills-based education for 
people who may not have 
completed Grade 12 or may 
not qualify for diploma study

It concentrates on developing 
trained, skilled and qualified 
employees by placing a strong 
emphasis on hands-on training

These courses are offered at TVET 
colleges and private colleges

Vocational study helps students to 
develop marketable skills in their 
chosen vocational field. An accelerated 
NC(V) course,taking 18 months, will 
be available soon for students who 
have completed the NSC or Senior 
Certificate

The NC(V) is offered in fields of study 
ranging from Tourism to Education 
& Development and from Safety in 
Society to Management

The NC(V) covers three years of study, and 
a certificate is awarded after each year. A 
practical component is part of all courses, 
often in a real workplace situation

Students who complete an NC(V) or 
N4 may be considered for admission 
to diploma study in related fields 
at universities of technology or can 
continue with advanced study at a TVET 
or private college

The DHET TVET Colleges

6.4. QUALIFICATION TYPES
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The South African Constitution recognises the human rights of all 
South Africans, including those with disabilities. Discrimination on 
the basis of disability is against the law and persons with disabilities 
are included in the category of previously disadvantaged in terms 
of the country’s transformation agenda. Persons with disabilities, 
therefore, need to be given equal opportunities to access post-
school education and training so that they too may achieve their full 
potential. According to Article 1 of the United Nations Convention 
on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (2007), “Persons with 
disabilities include those who have long-term physical, mental, 
intellectual or sensory impairments which in interaction with various 
barriers may hinder their full and effective participation in society 
on an equal basis with others.” The South African White Paper on 
the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (2015) reiterates the rights of 
persons with disabilities, including the right to access education at 
all levels.

School-leavers with disabilities are encouraged to contact 
organisations of persons with disabilities, the disability rights unit 
or student support services department of the institution at which 
they wish to study if they have any queries about access to studies. 
School-leavers with disabilities are also encouraged to inform the 
institution’s disability rights unit or student support department 
about their access needs prior to beginning their studies so that the 
necessary reasonable accommodation can be arranged. It is hoped 
that we will see increasing numbers of students with disabilities 
at all post-school education institutions – it is your right to access 
education!
